The following is a list of questions to help you tell us about your experience of the criminal justice system.  If there are other things you feel are important please tell us about them also.

1. Please tell us how you, or a family member, have been a victim or witness in the criminal justice system

2. Can you tell us whether you reported what happened to the police? If not, can you tell us why?

3. If you did report it can you tell us how far the case got (eg did it get to court), and what the outcome was?

4. Can you tell us how you feel you were treated by the following:

· the police

· the Crown Prosecution Service

· the Court (including court staff, ushers etc)

· the advocate or barrister in court

· the judge or magistrate (when answering this question please tell us if you would have preferred your case to be before a judge alone or before a jury)

· support services (eg Victim Support, or the Witness Service)

5. Can you tell us if you feel you were treated in a particular way because you are, or your family member is, a woman? If so, why?

6. Can you tell us if you feel you were treated in a particular way because of the type of crime?

7. Can you tell us if you feel you were treated in a particular way because of your

· ethnicity

· faith

· immigration status

· age

· disability

· learning difficulties

· mental health

· sexual orientation

· drug or alcohol use

· class

If so, how?

8. Is there anything else you would like to tell us about your experience of the criminal justice system?
